Part B. CV SUMMARY (max. 3500 characters, including spaces)

Pau Castell holds a PhD in Medieval History by the Universitat de Barcelona. He is currently
working as Adjunct Lecturer in the Section of Medieval and Early Modern History of this same
University. He specialized in the study of witchcraft and witch hunts, a subject to which he
devoted his doctoral thesis, secured in 2013 and awarded by the Institut d'Estudis Catalans,
the Fundacio Noguera and the Claustre de Doctors de la Universitat de Barcelona. He has
worked together with some of the main experts in his field of research, such as Dr. Robin
Briggs (University of Oxford) and Dr. Martine Ostorero {Université de Lausanne), with whom
he currently participates in the international project "Répression de la sorcellerie en Pays de
Vaud (XVe-XVle siécles)”, financed by the Swiss National Funds and the University of Saint-
Galle. He is the author of a series of articles and book chapters in both national and foreign
publications, most of them devoted to the origins of the witchcraft phenomenon in southern
Europe, the judicial sources concerning the persecutions, and the evolution of witch hunts in
Catalonia during Early Modern times. During the last years, he has participated in various
Funded Research Projects, mainly related to the fields of Medieval History and Digital
Humanities. We can cite the recent projects "CLAUSTRA Atas de la espiritualidad femenina
en los Reinos Peninsulares” (HAR2011-25127) and "Paisajes espirituales. Una aproximacion
espacial a las transformaciones de la religiosidad medieval en los Reinos Peninsulares”
(HAR2014-52198-P), both coordinated by Dr. Blanca Garf. His own research has been
characterized by the edition of primary sources, the use of new technologies within the field of
Digital Humanities, and the activities of transfer and dissemination of scientific results. On that
regard, in 2015 he participated in the development of the Massive Open Online Course
(MQOC) "Magic in the Middie Ages", whose two editions already count with more than 50.000
students enrolled, from more than 30 different countries. He has also been the lead researcher
of a project financed by the Government of Andorra and devoted to the witch hunts carried out
in that Principality, which includes a plan for the multimedia dissemination of the results, He
has also been the curator of the recent exhibit “L.a cacera de bruixes al Pirineu i les Terres de
Ponent”, organized by the Catalan Museum Consortium Xarxa de Museus de les Terres de
Lleida i Aran. During the last decade, he has worked on the generation and transfer of research
data through a number of contracts with various public entities, research centers, universities,
museums and publishing houses. He has been a guest lecturer in the Université de Laval, the
Université de Québec a Montréal (UQAM) and the Université de Lausanne. He is currently
working on a new and augmented edition of his doctoral thesis, that will be published by the
Fundacié Noguera in 2019.
